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Dear Mr Lvans

Thank you for your letter of 3 October. 1 would like to answer some of the points you
raised.

The current consultation relates to the fortheoming submission of a planning
application, to mke better usc of the existing runway. This is a separate application
from the Generation 2 Project (sccond runway). BAA has been entirely open about
its intention to achicve the phased expansion of the airport, first through the
application 1o make best use of the existing runway and secondly through an
application for an additional runway, in accordance with government policy. These
applications arc being dealt with in sequence sa the scparate issucs they raise can be
properly considered and beeause we predict the airport will reach the curren limit of
25 mppa by 2008

Uhe drafl interim master plan, whilst sctting the context for making hetter use of the
cxisting runway also provides as much information about o second runway as is
currenly available. ‘The consultation for the second runway is scheduled to begin this
winter and the interin master plan will be brought up to date when it accomparics the
planning application for better use of the existing runway, next spring.

Regional Spatial Strategies should reflect Government policy; in  respect of air
transport and Stansted Airport this is set out in “The Future of Air Transport”™ White
Paper 2003,

The “independont sustainability report’ you refer to (regarding the proposed
applivation to make better use of the existing ranway), is just that, independent and
qutside of the planning policy process, unlike the East of England’s Drafi Regional
Ilan which supports the il use of the existing runway at Stansted.
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Publication of a full master plan has indeed been deferred, with government approval,
to 2007. This is becausc we do not presently have sufficient detail about the impacts
of a second runway 10 produce a meaningful plan. Comprehensive studies are being
undertaken to assess the impacts of 4 second runway and a final master plan will be
published and submitted with the application for a second runway in 2007.

You refer to a ‘doubling of traffic on the existing runway’, but it is not clear how you
arrive at this. T would like to refer you to pages 9 and 10 of the consultation
document which state that total movements for 2004 numbered 192,249, while
projected movements for 2015 are estimated at 274,000, an increasc of 42.5%.
Additionally, we refer o 25 million passengers per annum ¢mppa) and 243,000
ATM's in the consultation document because they are the current limits we have
penmission to operate at.  We predict that we will meet 25 mppa by 2008. The
increasc in the ATM limit to 264,000 from 243,000 is an increasc of just 9%,

Tn reference to your point ahout night flights, the DIT has canducted a public
consultation on proposals to change night flight rules. BAA however, in accordance
with our section 106 agreement with Uttlesford District Council, are not secking, any
relaxation of the current night-flight rules. The current night flight rulcs have been
effective in ensuring that the quietest aircraft arc used during the night period.,

Currently Stansted Airport dircetly contributes an cstimated €400 million (o the
regional economy and is vital 1o the East of England’s £80 billion economy. We
estimate that 16,800 people will be employed at the airport in 2015 to serve ubout 35
million passengers per annum, an increase of 6,200 over the level in 2003.

You cxprossed a concern about housing for these additional staff. ‘Ihe original
planning permission for Stansted granted in 1985 included a roquircment for four
lacal authorities (Uttlesford, East Herts, Braintree and Harlow) to providc additional
housing (to that already planned) to meet a projection that Stansted's total airport
related cmployment at 15mppa would be about 29,000 The local authoritics have
included such additions in their development plans on a phased hasis and not all have
yet been released. Therefore, more than enough housing provision has already been
made for the now predicted 23,450 total airport related employment at 2015,
particularly given the recent trend to recruit employment from the north and cast
London boroughs.

As you know Littlc Hadham lies under the “Dover/Buzad ™ noisc prelerential route
(NRP). The location of this routc was detcrmined following a public consultation by
the Government in 1989, The pusifioning of the NPRs is the responsibility of the
Government and NATS (National Air Traffic Service) and is thercforo outsids of the
scape of our consultation about making better use of the existing runway.
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Noise and the measuring of nofse is an important issue for BAA and the local
community. May 1 refer you to page 20 of the consultation document where you will
find we have measurcd the cffccts on a 54 Log noise level, the level acrually
recommended by the World Health Organisation. Tn tesponse to Uttlesford District
Council’s opinion on the scope of our studies we agreed to produce data for 54 Log
and this will be shown in the full environmental impact assessment we will submit
with our planniing application.

As you correatly state climate chango is an important global issue and it is high on the
agenda of both the aviation industry and the Government. BAA has beon at the
forefront of lobbying to bring aviation into the European Union Emissions Trading
Scheme as carly as possible. To this end BAA has already submitted a work plan
with the EC Environment Directorate and is comnitted to supporting its progress.

Emissions trading involves industrics which cannot reduce their emissions levels
buying permits from fhose who can, with the ohjective of reducing the total level of
emissions within the EU or globally. This system has been identified as the most
effective and economical way of getting industry to reduce its emissions. Rmissions
trading provides a fixed total amount of permitted emissions (something that a tax
wannol guarantee) and it also allows resources to be dirceted to where culs can be
achieved most quickly and at the lowest cost. The cost of buying emissions permits
will encourage carbon emitting businesses to invest in research und development into
reducing their cmissions.
