Thank you for consulting us on the above documents. Broadly our response applies to both

documents given considerable common ground in both exercises. /.'
In principle Black NotIey Parish Council is finnly against any further expansion of air traffic at
Stansted Airport. Whilst we acknowledge there will be some economic benefits to the area we
consider the environmental impact is of far greater concern. We seriously question the
sustainability of expansion based on cheap flights.

The expansion will lead to a projected increase in flight numbers of nearly fifty per cent. Such an
increase will have a considerable impact on this parish and surrounding areas, particlllarly with
increased road traffic, aircraft noise and environmental pollution.

Whilst this council applauds your efforts in trying to encourage more people to use public
transp0l1we have concerns about the structural limitations, particularly on the capacity to
improve rail connections. Improved connections to London and the Midlands is seriously
constrained by the number of train movements through the rail tunnel at the airport. We are also
concerned that the long standing desire to see a rail link between Braintree and Stansted appears
to have been abandoned. Whilst we appreciate this would have to be a long term objective, we
feel that it would be the most environmentally friendly transport option to serve the east of the
region and would provide a more integrated approach.

This Council also considerable concerns about the potential increase in night flights. We would
argue that there should be no increase in night flights particularly between 11pm and 7am. In a
rural area additional aircraft noise will be particularly noticeable.

We would wish to see the implementation of further measures to reduce aircraft noise such as
greater use of continuous descent approaches and the use of quieter aircraft. This should apply to
both cargo and passenger aircraft.

Finally any formal planning application will need to show clear evidence of your ability to
significantly reduce environmental pollution. paI1icularly C02 and other emissions.
