The Parish of Great Easton and Tilty has already been severely affected by the BAA proposals for the expansion of Stansted Airport since 2004. These detrimental effects are widely apparent in the Parish, and they have occurred even before BAA has applied for planning permission for a second runway.

This Parish is against airport expansion in whatever form (i.e. Generation 1), Ref our letter 9/3/07 re:- UTT/0717/06/FUL, and now that BAA have lodged their planning application for Generation 2, we would like to formally submit our objection to it.
The Parish embraces the village of Duton Hill and the hamlet of Tilty, and is situated at the north-east end of the proposed run-way. This position makes our Parish probably the most significantly affected by these proposals, a fact acknowledged by BAA in their Airport Non- Technical Summary. I refer to pages 34/35 and pages 42/67, which cover issues of the environment, noise, the community and visual intrusion – the Summary states that these are all issues that will have a major impact on our Parish.
The hamlet of Tilty is further affected by the provision of an aviation fuel line and associated works (Ref:- UTT/0622/08/FUL)

The Parish has already suffered from the detrimental effect of BAA proposals, largely as a direct result of the woefully inadequate Home Owner Support Scheme.

A considerable number of houses that lie within the 66dBA Leq contour have been purchased by BAA (There has been practically no interest from private parties). These houses are now either empty or let-out; the fabric of the buildings is deteriorating, the gardens are becoming overgrown, and the new residents in rented property have no real interest in village life, and could even be regarded as transient. There were 33 owner-occupied homes on the main road through Duton Hill: more than half of them (18) have been sold to, or are under offer from BAA; one third (11) lie empty.
This is yet another example of the quality of life in this Parish being adversely affected already by BAA proposals.
The Parish will of course suffer from increased aircraft noise, (whatever BAA say about modern aircraft being quieter) due to its proximity to the proposed second runway. The Parish will also be subject to increased ground noise, substantial light pollution, reduced air quality and increases carbon emissions, and also be affected by the stopping up of local roads and the closure of footpaths and bridle ways.

The Parish of Great Easton and Tilty is already blighted by BAA proposals for expansion, and if Generation 2 is permitted to go ahead, our quality of life will be devastated. The villages of Great Easton, Duton Hill and Tilty and the immediate surrounding areas will be changed beyond all recognition.

In summary, on behalf of the children in Great Easton, the elderly in St. Georges Home and every resident in the Parish, this Council is totally opposed to the plans to build a second runway and its infrastructure, which we believe is totally unsustainable.
