Stansted Airport Interim Master Plan – Draft Consultation

My Council considers it unreasonable to expect us to comment on a draft plan that does not include the FULL expansion plans for the airport, which the Government requires you to produce. We therefore reserve the right to amend, withdraw, or add to any comments or views expressed before the full plans are available. In the meantime we made the following comments on the Draft Master Plan.  

Much of the data provided is flawed, for example the Noise Contours are measured by a discredited outdated system, which does not comply with EU standards. The same applies to Air Quality figures. Clearly any increase in traffic will create more noise and pollution, from ground traffic as well as aircraft.

The data quoted applies to only BAA`s use of services such as water, waste, pollution, transport etc. It does not take account of the additional requirements of airlines and other companies operating from the site and servicing the airport.

It is quite clear the railways, in their present form, will not be able to cope with any increase in traffic. The estimates for how many people going to and from the airport by rail seem to have been downgraded from earlier estimates, with greater emphases be put on the use of roads by coaches. This time it is essential that any increase in rail or road capacity is put in place and paid for by BAA, before any further expansion takes place.

No account has been taken, or provision made, to deal with the long delays at all the railway road level crossings, which are a result of increased rail traffic to the airport. This is a cause of concern for emergency vehicles and the cause of traffic congestion over wide areas near the crossings.

No provision has been made to deal with the additional wastewater from the vastly increased concreted area. The existing reservoir could not cope with a flash flood.
