BAA PLANNING APPLICATION UTT 0717/06 STANSTED AIRPORT

High Roding Parish Council strongly oppose BAA`s planning application to increase passenger throughput to 35m+ passengers per year.

The Parish of High Roding, being so close to the airport, will be badly damaged by the affects of such an expansion.  The impact on the environment, additional traffic, noise, air quality and loss of the tranquillity of the surrounding countryside would have an immediate detrimental affect on quality of life.  

Over a period of time when the infrastructure and additional staff housing, which would be essential to go with such expansion, starts to eat into the countryside the impact on this very rural area will be devastating.  Under no circumstances can such an expansion at Stansted be justified when measured against the environmental ruin that will occur if this application goes ahead.

High Roding, like other local villages, is already suffering an excessive amount of traffic through its narrow high street.  The opening of the new A120 has done nothing to improve the situation.  If the Council were considering granting this application then we would ask that conditions are imposed which ensure that adequate rail services are up and running before any expansion is allowed to take place;  roads feeding into the airport should be adequate to meet traffic flows and traffic calming measures should be allowed on all surrounding ‘B’ roads to stop them being used as short cuts and off site car parks.
