I write to add my voice to the many objecting to expansion on the single runway, as envisaged in the planning application sent to Uttlesford District Council by Stansted Airport.
 

I am shocked at the lies apparently existing in the airport's application to you, minimising the undoubted impact that such expansion would have on our quality of life in Uttlesford. Everything that we most love about this lovely rural district would be undermined if this went ahead - Uttlesford cannot possibly agree to it as it would destroy the very area it represents. There is no way the present infrastructure could cope with all these extra people going to and coming from the airport, and in the unlikely event that the roads, etc were upgraded this would only be at the cost of vast tracts of the beautiful Uttlesford countryside.
 

The idea of an extra 80,000 flights being able to use the existing runway is almost as horrific as the second runway plan was. How on earth are we to enjoy life against a barrage of such constant noise and pollution? Many vulnerable people would be made ill by it especially children at the formative stage of life. If life becames as intolerable as this, many residents who currently contribute to the cultural and community life of the district would simply have to move elsewhere to the detriment of villages and towns which are already struggling to find enough volunteers to do things.
 

Even without the overwhelming climate change arguments, there are strong grounds to refuse this. We cannot even water our gardens, to keep life-giving plants alive, yet the airport uses 715 million gallons of precious water every year and this would increase if everthing else increases.
 

As a full-time historian, I deplore this threat to our heritage. Even though it does not presumably entail knocking down houses and whole villages and woodlands as the second runway plan does, it would destroy our heritage in terms of the quality of life.
