We would make the following comments on your Consultation Document, not in any particular order or priority:

66 Decibel noise contour is arbitrary.  When it is challenged in the European Court, it will be overturned, and other parameters will be instated, not necessarily bounded by merely Decibel contours.

Do/did Union Railways and Central Railways envisage Aircraft Traffic nuisance?  If not, why do you make the comparison?

As a result of our above comments, your entire Consultation Document is rendered invalid and irrelevant.

What you should be asking all local residents, is how your proposals for expansion and/or building a second runway

at Stansted Airport, would affect them, particularly as to their quality of life, and their property value.

You must also put forward definitive plans for new road/rail access as, without these, nobody will be able properly to assess all of your proposals.

A major concern of all those residents who are not directly in your "target area", is that of "Generalised Blight".  We think that the Government addressed this in their Paper, but that you have chosen to ignore it.

We live in a very desirable Grade 2 listed property in Church End, Broxted.  It is currently unsaleable, thanks entirely due to your proposals.  There are thousands of properties within a few miles of Stansted Airport, (but, of course, not in the areas which you consider at blight), which are in the same situation.

If you wish to be considered reasonable, do not offer us cheap secondary glazing as a sop, which is what you have done so far.  Please address the fact that you will need to find the necessary funding to pay for the re-location of 3,000 plus families into properties in areas as desirable as ours was, before you put forward your plans.  Please also bear in mind that, according to many recent surveys, ours is(was) the most desirable area of the UK in which to live.

We look forward to your new, revised, Consultation Document, taking into account the views of residents within a few miles, (not just a few hundred metres), of Stansted Airport as it is now, or as you propose.
