The Parish Council is of course disappointed by your letter which may not result in BAA's revised air quality predictions being as robustly tested as they would have been if BAA's witnesses had initially been subject to cross-examination before the Inspector. However, we take it from your letter, but please confirm, that if BAA do not provide sufficient additional information to enable the other Rule 6 parties properly and adequately to comment on the revised air quality predictions, then the Secretaries of State will reopen the Inquiry.
There is one issue raised in my letter of 14 March on which you have not commented. This is the issue of whether or not the Secretaries of State have consulted Defra and if so, with what result. Please let me know the position.
