We wish to protest over two inaccuracies in the present TCN Consultation Part E regarding the Abbot Hold and airspace to the east of Sudbury. The base of the Abbot Hold is 8,000ft not 7,000ft confirmed in letters from the CAA Messrs. Beniot and Butcher and the MD of Stansted Airport. It was also confirmed at a meeting we had at West Drayton with the CAA and NATS. 

Maps E8 and E10 show the airspace to the east of Sudbury as apparently being already at 7,000ft and the text constantly emphasises that aircraft would not be below 7,000ft as now. This is clearly not the current case as letters to us and a perusal of Stansted Web Track have confirmed. Virtually all the present traffic is above 8,000ft through this area. 
To the lay readers who have been supplied with this document and do not have ready access to current aeronautical charts it creates the false impression that the situation now is little different from the future proposals. This is a gross misrepresentation.
