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	EXPANSION ON THE EXISTING RUNWAY

EXPRESS YOUR VIEWS - it's not too late




BAA has applied for permission from Uttlesford District Council to use the existing Stansted runway to its maximum capacity which it estimates at 264,000 commercial flights a year.  BAA also wants UDC to abolish the current planning restriction which limits Stansted's throughput to 25 million passengers a year.  This could eventually result in over 50 million passengers a year on the current runway, compared to just over 22 million in 2005.  

BAA is describing the application as "purely" a variation on the current condition limits.  However, the very real effects of further expansion, if given the go-ahead, would be felt far and wide across the region.  BAA is effectively asking for Stansted to become bigger than Gatwick is today and, in fact, the busiest single runway airport in the world.   

If approved, it would mean:

· more noise and interruption from overflying

· more road traffic and congestion

· busier trains

· more pressure on the region’s water supplies

· landscape impacts from the extra parking that would be built

· more air pollution and health/environment related problems 

· more emissions causing climate change

· more pressure on night flights

As an indication of the impacts at even 35 million passengers by 2014, compared with the position today, BAA's proposals would result in an extra quarter of a million people travelling to and from the airport every week, largely by road, and an increase from an average 490 commercial flights per day to 723 per day – an increase of 48 per cent.  Once again, BAA is claiming that its proposals would not require any new investment in road or rail upgrades – a cost which BAA would otherwise have to bear.


These numbers are based on BAA's claim that the airport would grow to handle 35 million passengers a year by 2014 but this is widely regarded as a significant understatement of what would actually happen.  Historically, BAA has a record of revising its forecasts upwards as soon as planning consent is obtained and, with aircraft becoming ever-larger, it has been estimated that 50 million passengers could be handled on the existing runway if 264,000 commerical flights a year were to be permitted.  This is based on an average of 190 passengers per flight. 

Ryanair, which accounts for 60% of all Stansted's passengers, has already standardised its fleet on Boeing 737-800 aircraft which have a seating capacity of 189 passengers and, in the future, BAA expects Stansted to be handling more long-haul flights which use much larger aircraft. A Boeing 747-8, for example, has a seating capacity of 450 (when configured in three classes) and the new Airbus A380 has a seating capacity of 555.
